	Primary Duties

Successful candidate(s) will be based in Butte, Montana. Individual(s) will participate in geologic mapping and  applied-research projects related to a broad spectrum of geology, either individually or as a team member, that are conducted under Bureau programs across the state of Montana. Duties will include field-mapping, interpretation of various geologic data, publication of results, and other duties as assigned. The individual will likely provide geologic data and interpretation to other projects, such as hydrogeology, economic geology, geologic hazards, and other areas of interest.  Successful candidates will be expected to participate in writing proposals, develop projects, publish research results, and make presentations at scientific meetings. The position(s) are fully funded for the first year and in succeeding years will likely be partially supported by soft money.



	Knowledge, Skills & Education Required

A Bachelor’s of Science degree in geology and a minimum of 5 years experience directly related to the requirements of this position, or a MS in geology (or closely related field) that included a good foundation of geologic field work. Applicants must provide transcripts showing successful completion of geology courses such as mineralogy, petrography/petrology, stratigraphy, and structural geology that are fundamental to field work. Applicants must have experience collecting and interpreting data to construct geologic maps, evaluate geology, geologic structure, and geomorphology; a working knowledge of field instrumentation and procedures related to mapping complex geologic terrain over large areas; proficiency in written, verbal, and computer skills demonstrated  by some combination of papers, reports, maps, publications, and/or abstracts of presentations; ability to work well with the public; ability to work independently and as a team member. This position(s) requires the physical ability to conduct field work on foot for extended periods in difficult terrain and under rigorous conditions with extensive overnight travel.  The individual(s) must be physically and mentally capable of safely working alone in isolated areas.

	Preferred Education & Experience

Experience developing, managing, and publishing results of field-oriented geologic projects in Montana, especially projects with a field mapping or economic geology component; experience with GIS and geologic map development using GIS or other mapping software.
